Dr. AMy NINETTO, 1993

In 2002 I earned a PhD in cultural anthropology from the University
of Virginia. My dissertation examined transformations in the relations
between scientific research institutions and political power after the
collapse of the Soviet Union in Akademgorodok, a “science city” in
Siberia where I conducted about 18 months of fieldwork. I then spent
three years teaching in the Humanities and Social Thought program at
NYU, before taking a position as assistant professor in the anthropol-
ogy department at Rice University in Houston in 2005. I'm currently
completing a book manuscript which will address questions of “brain
drain” and the transnational migration of knowledge producers from
the former Soviet Union. I'm also beginning two new projects—one
on the history of Cold-War-era anthropological engagements with the
Soviet Union, and an ethnographic study of a biosciences research cen-
ter in Houston.

I am researching the "Business of Being Creative" through the network
of individuals who work in Lancaster city as graphic designers to find
out what viewpoints are shared by these people that identify themselves
with this same term that would make one consider them a community.

MICHELLE MORGENSTERN

I am exploring the role that language plays in shaping the educational

experiences of the students at Wharton Elementary. How does lan-
guage create and reinforce social relation-
ships? Are certain types of language use or
language activities given more authority and
legitimacy in the classroom? How do students
and teachers change their language use de-
pending on the context? I hope to examine
the relationship between these varied uses of
language and educational inequality.

CHRISTINA SQUILLANTE

In 1936 two burials were unearthed in the front yard of a residence
in Lycoming County, PA. The burials contained the remains of two
Native American females, and the associated grave goods dated the
site to the contact era. This fueled speculation that perhaps the bodies
represented a small sampling of the undiscovered cemetery of Ma-
dame Montour’s Otstonwakin, a multinational 18th century village.
As a Hackman Scholar I undertook deed research, a literature survey,
conducted interviews, and used historic maps to determine that the
cemetery was in fact linked to Otstonwakin. I plan to undertake fur-
ther research on the collection itself next semester.

CHELSEY ZERUTH

As forensic archaeology has become an interest of mine in the past
couple of years I am currently attempting to unravel a mystery involv-
ing human bones. I am examining previously unstudied skeletal re-
mains from the North Museum marked ‘Lancaster City Police Bureau
Evidence” and am researching the age, sex, ethnicity, and internment
date of the bones. I received a Nissley award to obtain a radiocarbon
date on the bones and travel to Mercyhurst University to consult with
their team of forensic specialists.
